The last decade has seen the emergence and global spread of sever:
infectious diseases, which has placed substantial social and economit
burdens on both individuals and their societies. The spread and
distribution of emerging epidemics will only be exazated by the
impacts of climate change. Increased temperatures will shift the
boundaries of infectious diseases causing increased public health
problems and a global threat of infectious diseadd#ismans have known
that climatic conditions affect epidemitiseases long before the role of
infectious agents was discovered, whiamilies retreated to cooler hill
resorts to escape infections such as malaria. One recent analysis has
recentlyshown that malaria epidemic risk increases around-file in

the yearafter an El Nino event.

Infectious agents vary greatly in size, type and mode of transmission.
this session, we will focus upon indirectly transmitted vector borne
diseases. Vectdrorne diseases include a varietypoitentially life
threatening dis@ses such as Dengue, Malaria, Chikungunya and
Encephalitis. Vector borne diseases represent a growing threat to the
health of European and South East Asian citizens. The geographical
distribution of vector borne diseases is changing and becoming more
widegoread, and further their incidence increasimgyportant
determinants of the transmissability of vector borne diseases include 1
ability of the vector or host to survive and reproduce, which is largely
determinant on the local climate and environmente\ted global
temperatures will increase the geographieata where vector borne
diseases occur and populations suffer. It is vital that we learn more ak
these diseases and further, the complex causal relationships between
climate change and infectioulisease.

This session will discuss some of the latest research on chikungunya
which is ae-emerging infection in South East Asia. Chikungunyais a v
illness spread by the bite of infected mosquitoes. The disease, althout
not life threatening is chracterised by severe joint pain, fever and rash

Over the last two years, chikungunya has swept across the entire
Peninsulaof Malaysia with outbreaks in all states, as well dsidonesia
and the city state of Singapore. There was also a massive outbreak in
Southern Thailand in 2009. In Europe, thees a sizeableutbreak of
chikungunya in Italy in 2003everal factors could have contributed to tt
resurgence of the viruscluding mutation of the virus, absence of herd
immunity, lack of vector control activities, globailisation and emergenc
of an additional mosquito species as efficientvector for the virus.
Climate change ia another likely contributor to theenmergenceof

the disease.

Emerging epidemics pose a major threat to global public health and
international joint research is needed to address this challenge.
Significant synergy is expected from uniting EU and SEA researchers
around the common goal of generatingw knowledge on these disease
and delivering improved ways to monitor its spread, diagnose, preven
control and treat it. The knowledge generated from collaborations
between researchers in the EU and SEA is expected to help predict tt
emergence and spad of new vector borne diseases and assess the
efficacy of different interventions and develop new interventions to
interrupt or limit the spread of these diseases with the goal of protectit
against these threats.

FP7 Health, which is one of the largestded sectors in FP7 (the EU has
earmarked a total of 6.1 billion Euro to fund this theme over the durati
of FP7), provides an excellent opportunity for fundoalaborative
research. Collaborative research will help to prepare us and enatie us
mee the challenges head on.

An overview of the funding opportunities of FRill be presented during
this session with a special focus on the health theme and internationa
collaboration.This will be followed by examples of some of the latest
research in @ctor borne diseases including the destructive effect of
climate change on their distribution and spread. The session will inclu
an example of an existing EREA collaboration.
